Judging

The judging panel will include Papworth Trust clients, amateur and professional photographers and a magazine editor.
When choosing the winners, the judges will consider a range of factors including composition, originality, and interpretation of the theme.

How to Enter

All entrants must fully complete the simple entry form. Click here to download the word document entry form. Forms are also available from our Centres – click here for the addresses.  Or call 01480 357269 to request a form to be posted to you. 

Entry is limited to three photographs per person. 
Entering Prints: Printed photos can be in colour or black and white. They must be no smaller than 5” x 5” and no larger than 10” x 10”. 
· Together with a completed entry form they should be sent to: Papworth Trust Photography Competition, Bernard Sunley Centre, Papworth Everard, Cambridge CB23 3RG.
· Alternatively they can be delivered in person to any of the Papworth Trust Centres – clearly marked “Papworth Trust Photography Competition, Bernard Sunley Centre, Papworth Everard”. 
· Entries will not be returned so please keep a copy or negative. 
Entering Digital Photos: Digital photos can be in colour or black and white.  Images must be jpegs, ideally a minimum of 300 dpi. Maximum file size is 3MB. Winning entries will be invited to submit original higher resolution files for printing purposes if available.
· Digital photos can be submitted by email, with a completed entry form attached to each entry email, to photocomp@papworth.org.uk. Please note that the total maximum email size is 7MB. Please send no more than two 3MB photos in one email.
Closing date

· The competition closes at midnight Friday 25 February 2011.

· All winners will be notified by email, phone or post by Friday 18 March 2011.  If a winner cannot be contacted or is not available, Papworth Trust reserves the right to choose another winner.
· Winners also agree to take part in 2 hours of post-competition publicity. The winner can choose whether this is in person or via a suitable pre-recorded interview.
· We will try to credit photographers when their images are used but we cannot guarantee that every use will include their name. 
· Entrants aged 16 years and under must obtain the consent of a parent or guardian prior to submitting any images. 
· Entrants can enhance the picture to make it brighter, clearer etc, but not manipulate the content. Images that appear to have been excessively manipulated will be disqualified.  The judges may ask to see the original unadjusted camera file. Papworth Trust’s decision as to the eligibility of photographs is final, and no correspondence will be entered into. 
· Papworth Trust cannot accept any responsibility for entries which are not delivered.  Proof of sending is not proof of receipt. Late, incomplete or corrupt entries will not be accepted.
