


What is 9 Larksfield?
9 Larksfield is a supported housing scheme from
Papworth Trust in conjunction with Cambridgeshire
County Council. The property is managed and 
provided by Papworth Trust, and Cambridgeshire
Adult Services are responsible for providing the care.

What are the benefits of living at 9 Larksfield?
9 Larksfield provides a stepping stone for adults with 
disabilities. For up to 2 years, tenants at Larksfield
can learn, or relearn a range of skills which will help
them to live in the community as independently as
possible. Tenants are encouraged to set their own
goals and objectives for the skills they want to 
develop and staff will support and encourage 
tenants to achieve them.

Facilities
The scheme offers shared facilities including a communal lounge and
dining room, a large kitchen and a shared bathroom. Each of the 
flats has an en-suite.

Equipment
• the communal bathroom has a Parker bath and some of the 

bedrooms have hoist equipment and/or clos-o-mat toilets
• kitchen units are height adjustable
• there is an alarm system in each flat which is linked to a team of 

staff via a handset and to a control centre at night. An on call 
person from Larksfield will respond accordingly.

Support
The scheme is staffed by a manager, senior support staff and a team
of Support staff. This team can offer assistance in the following:
• meal planning and preparation
• laundry
• managing benefits and finances
• social activities
• achieving goals and objectives
• all aspects of social care
In addition, a Papworth Trust supported housing officer is assigned to
the scheme who is the point of contact for all housing matters.

Charges
It is expected that most tenants will be able to claim Housing Benefit
to cover the cost of the housing charges. Your supported housing 
officer will be able to provide further information if you need it.
All of the Care and Support charges are set by Cambridgeshire County
Council.

How are places allocated?
The scheme at Larksfield has six one-person flats which are offered 
on a priority basis. Places are agreed through an allocations panel 
comprising of a representative from Papworth Trust, Cambridgeshire
Adult Services, and Larksfield staff.
